Brusletto & Co.�s history goes right back to 1896 when 
Rognald Brusletto started up as a knifesmith and scythe 
maker in Geilo. Forging of tools and knives was nothing 
new up in Hallingdal. The history of mining for ore in 
Hardangervidda and manual production of sickles, scythes, 
axes and swords around Geilo had already started 1500 
years before. Geilo became an established craft centre for 
the forging of tools for work and leisure early on. It was 
thus a very long tradition that the craftsman and industrial 
pioneer Rognald Brusletto entered. When he designed 
and developed the mechanical hammer based on water 
power, at the same time he opened up the way to technical 
development and industrial production that would put its 
stamp on the industry and the local community for many 
generations. 

Today Brusletto & Co AS produces veneer sport and 
camping knives. Our knives are an important tool whether 
you are hiking or hunting and � shing. The knives are 
designed and produced to be used. The shape of the 
handle and knife blade differs, depending entirely on the 
need you, the user, want to meet, and not least what � ts 
your hand best. 

For the most part, we use curly birch for the handles and 
Sandvik 12C27 stainless steel for the blades of our knives. 

The steel is a high value steel which is treated, pressed and 
hardened to optimal hardness. A Brusletto knife will retain 
its sharpness for a long time and at the same time being 
relatively easy to re-sharpen when necessary. The curly 
birch we use for our handles is a genetically deformed 
type of birch where the structure of the wood gives every 
handle a unique pattern. In this way your knife is unique. 
Other kinds of wood we use are ordinary birch and 
walnut. No timber we use in the production of our knives 
is endangered. 

Most of our knives are supplied in a smart presentation 
box as shown in the picture. Our best-selling and best-
known knife is the Hunter, more than 1.2 million of which 
have been produced since 1961.

The environment is important to us and we have recycling 
procedures for waste materials where this is possible. We 
are proud of our knives, which are made with the overall 
experience of more than 112 years� production. Our basic 
idea is that a knife is a fellow-companion on a trip, a good 
tool that will help you to carry out tasks both big and small. 
It will be at your side�always!

Aluminium guard and pommel. Dyed cowhide sheath with 
safety insert. 

Norgeskniven
An excellent all round knife. Blade length 9.5 cm. German 
silver guard. Dyed cowhide sheath with safety insert. The 
knife can be locked into the sheath. A slender knife for 
most tasks.

Convex ground stainless knife steel, blade length 7 cm. 
Dyed cowhide sheath with safety insert. Good handle for 
adult hands. It is this knife that is the of� cial Centenary 
knife of Brusletto & Co AS.

Thermo� ex handle with � nger grip. 9 cm. ceramic 
blown stainless steel blade. Black sheath with safety 
insert. One of � ve knives in the Millennium Series. An 
excellent working knife for all tasks.

Safe and good Scout knife with a blade guard. Blade 
length 9 cm. Aluminium guard. Dyed cowhide sheath 
with safety insert.

Made of birch. The interior of the cup is lined with 
epoxy, which is recognised for use with food and drink. 
This means that the cup does not absorb taste from the 
contents and is easy to clean. 

Storbukken
A large, smart knife for everyday use, of a weight and size 
that makes the knife a good all rounder. The blade meas-
ures 15.1 cm. High-quality leather sheath, with a safety 
insert, of course. 

Rypa
A little knife for small jobs. Especially, perhaps for hunting 
small game, but also for those of you who like a small knife 
with a good grip. The blade is convex ground and meas-
ures 6.5 cm. The handle is slightly coloured by staining.

Dyed cowhide sheath with safety in-
sert. Traditional Norwegian sheath knife. Neat unpolished 
8 cm. blade. Can be locked into sheath.

Fjord
Fjord is a new knife from Brusletto aimed at the leisure 
boating market. It has a mahogany handle with laser-
etched patterns. Brown cowhide sheath with safety insert. 
Blade length 7.5 cm. Total length of the Fjord is 19.5 cm. 

Renessanse
Extremely decorative working knife that is also used as a 
national costume knife. Blade length 8 cm. Moulded tin 
guard. Dyed cowhide sheath with safety insert. 

Sølvgutten
The gift/anniversary knife par excellence. Genuine 925 
silver guard and 7 cm. blade length. Dyed cowhide sheath 
with safety insert. The knife is supplied in a dainty wooden 
casket with a carved lid.
